Travel Requirements Based on Pet Type

e It is the responsibility of the veterinarian to make sure the pet has met all
health requirements of the destination country before issuing a health
certificate.

e Failure to meet the requirements may result in problems gaining certificate
endorsement or difficulties upon arrival in the destination country.

e Health certificates must be legible, accurate, and complete.

NOTE: Travelers must submit an import application to SENASA before their trip, and
the application must be approved by SENASA by the time of entry into Argentina.

Rabbits

NOTE: Travelers must submit an import application to SENASA before their trip,
which will include an Affidavit declaring permanence of the rabbit/s at the domicile
of origin during the last SIXTY (60) days. The application must be approved by
SENASA by the time of entry into Argentina. The import application process can be
performed online at the following link:

Pet Swine

Note: ***Important Notice: Under U.S. code of Federal Regulations 9
Part 91, swine (including pets) are considered livestock and must be
inspected by USDA APHIS at the port of embarkation within 48 hours of
departure. This is an additional inspection to the inspection performed by
the USDA Accredited Veterinarian as listed in statement 14 on the
certificate. All pet swine exported to Argentina are permanently prohibited
reentry to the United States.***

Pet Birds

The requirements for traveling with your pet are described in the health certificate.
APHIS endorsement of the health certificate is required after it has been issued by a
USDA Accredited Veterinarian.

View APHIS Requirements

ALERT: CDC is the primary authority for dog imports. For requirements or questions
about dogs entering or returning to the United States, visit the CDC website.

If you are transiting (passing through) the European Union:

If your pet is traveling through (transiting) a country in the European Union (EU) on
the way to a third, non-EU country, you will also need a transit health certificate for
your pet for the EU. The transit health certificate will be the same as if your pet’s
final destination was the EU country. Use the information and steps above under
“Travel Requirements Based on Pet Type” to determine which health certificate
should be used. View a list of EU countries.
